Application Procedure and
Documents

(Stepl.Eligibility )

Home Institution

Exchanges to TCU are only possible if your school has an exchange
program to TCU and if you have been selected by your university. Please
check with your school to see if they offer exchanges to TCU and what
procedures you need to complete to be selected.
Application Deadline
Once your home institution has selected you for an exchange, you must
apply to TCU’s exchange program. Please complete the application steps
stated as follows and return it to your exchange advisor at your home
institution. Please be aware of the TCU application deadlines for when
you wish to begin your exchange at TCU.

{Step2. Online Application})
1: Contact the exchange advisor at your university.
2: You will receive the exchange nomination notice email from the TCU
after your advisor nominates.

Insurance

International students are required to purchase insurance in their own
country during their stay in Taiwan.
Accident insurance is MANDATORY for all incoming exchange students.
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Students are requested to join the accident insurance plan as recommended
by TCU. Students will be asked to purchase the insurance plan in the first
week.
-Accident and Health Insurance:
TCU will assist you in acquiring health insurance coverage in Taiwan,
which costs NT$3,000 for a period of six months before you can join the
National Health Insurance.
-Student Group Insurance:
The policy covers medical treatment, surgery and hospitalization caused by
accidents only. The premium per semester is NT$332.

{ARC)
If you hold an Alien Resident Certificate (ARC) and have met the six-month
minimum residency requirement, you can choose to join the National Health
Insurance (NHI) with limited coverage. Valid NHI card (National Health
Insurance card) can be considered as a equivalent insurance.

On-Campus Dormitory USD 275/NT 8,200 (Per semester/student)

All international students will be provided with on-campus dormitory-style
housing which costs about $USD 275/ NT 8,200 per semester per student.
Each room accommaodates four students, However, based on the agreement
between your university and TCU, your on-campus housing expense might
be waived. Please consult with your exchange advisor.

Arrival date All exchange students are required to arrive TCU at least 3 days before the
semester starts.

Please arrive at Taoyuan International airport around noon time since it costs
more than 5 hours to arrive our campus. Please keep your cell phone
available and arrive at our campus on the recommended date to match the
opening of the accommodation.

NOTE: Please let us know if students are not arriving at the suggested
arrival date/time.

Airport Pick-Up If needed, we can arrange airport pick-up for students.

Note: Due to the Covid-19 policy, we are not allowed to arrange airport
pickup. Please make the necessary arrangements for transportation from the
arrival airport to the quarantine accommodation by yourself.

Cell Phone You can buy a Taiwan cell phone SIM card at the airport and remember to
inform the Office of International Affairs of your phone number and contact
information.

Before You Begin Your Exchange

{1.Visa application)
Before you come to Taiwan, you should apply for a Resident Visa or Visitor Visa from the Taiwan
Diplomatic Mission in your residence country with the official admission letter issued by TCU.
Please note that if you fail to obtain a proper visa issued by a Taiwan Diplomatic Mission, your exchange
student identity will be canceled. You will receive more information upon receipt of a TCU offer letter.
Note: There is no “Student Visa” in Taiwan. Instead, Taiwan offers 2 types of Visa for foreign students:
1. Visitor Visa, 2. Resident Visa. If you are going to stay less than 6 months, you should apply for the visitor
visa. If your program is longer than 6 months, you will need to apply for the resident visa.

During the pandemic period, after June 15, 2022, the Taiwanese government has stipulated all immigrants
will be confined to a 3 days quarantine and self-health management for 4 days, students need to pay the
quarantine hotel which costs around US$400 of this.(quarantine costs might be different, depending on each
hotel's policy)
